Keeping a Prayer Journal During Lent  

This February two events will take 
place within just a few days of each 
other. Valentineõs Day falls on the 14th, 
and Ash Wednesday falls on the 18th. 
Valentineõs Day gives us an opportunity 
to offer written expressions of our love 
and affection in cards and letters. Why not express our love for 
the Lord by keeping a prayer journal during Lent?  

The season of Lent can be a great time of spiritual growth 
and keeping a prayer journal can help strengthen our prayer life. 
Journaling can help you listen more intently to Godõs voice, 
track your spiritual growth, and deepen your relationship with 
the Lord. 

There are different ways to keep a prayer journal. You can 
simply reflect on a passage from scripture, then write down your 
thoughts and feelings. You can write what you feel you hear 
during prayer. Itõs important to commit to a specific time and 
place each day to pray and spend time in silence with God. 
Then, as part of your prayer experience, write a few lines. 
Whether you want to express your joys, challenges, praises or 
laments, share them with the Lord in writing. 

If youõre not already in the habit of keeping a prayer journal, 
try it. Youõll be surprised by the spiritual awareness you cultivate 
as you journey with Christ toward Easter.

Inviting is Discipleship  

     Do you know what has the greatest impact on getting friends, 
relatives, associates and neighbors [FRAN] to join a parish and 
begin the journey to eternal life with God?  The answer is a        
personal invitation.   

Personal invitations have been used throughout history to grow 
the Catholic Church.   Jesus Christ made a personal invitation to the 
first Apostles by saying òCome after me and I will make you fishers 
of men.ó  He later commissioned the disciples by telling them to 
òGo, therefore, and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in 
the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit, 
teaching them to observe all that I have commanded you.ó  How 
well have you carried out your call to discipleship?   

Many studies over the years have confirmed that the number one 
reason people began attending Mass or joined a church [as high as 
75% to 90% of respondents] was because of a personal invitation.   
One study found that 37% of Christians linked their conversion to 
being personally invited to a church function.   

 

òNearly all the newcomers to our church in recent years [700 in 
one year alone] have come to us from dechurched backgrounds  
because of a personal invitation.ó

Remember that the invitation does not have to be to Mass; a per-
son may not be quite ready for that just yet.  The invitation can be 
to any parish function; the annual picnic, a Wednesday night  sup-
per, a mission or retreat.  The hope being that once they are here, 
and feel comfortable and welcomed, they will return.  Follow these 
ABCs of inviting others to our parish: 

A:  Always look for opportunities to invite others  

B:  Be ready to seize the opportunity when it arises 

C:  Communicate in such a way that shows you care 

D:  Donõt be pushy; there may be future opportunities  

     Please help us to reach our goal of becoming a more inviting 
parish by personally inviting a òFRANó to a parish function and 
living out your personal call to discipleship.

Session Six 
Process versus Results in Caregiving 

If ever there were a time for Stephen Ministry 
trainees to say òAha!ó this module would be it.  
They learn the key to understanding that they donõt 
have to (and indeed canõt) fix whatever problem it 
is that their care receiver faces. 

This session is a time for a collective sigh of 
relief.  God is the curegiver; the Stephen Minister 
is the caregiver.  This establishment of roles is 
what makes Stephen Ministry possible. The      
concept runs counter to the strong results-oriented 
approaches of present-day society.  But in caregiv-
ing, the more one pushes for results in another, the 
faster and farther they flee.
