Why do we pray the Creed The Creed is a
very important part of the Mass. Everywhel
around the world the same articles of our faith are
being professed and prayed in all the languages of
humanity. So, with one voice, in many languages,
we stand and profess the same beliefs. For centu-
ries, this has been one of the ways our church has
remained united in our beliefs and practices.

It was formulated in its present form in the year
325. This Creed has been prayed by Christians| for
centuries as a way to state what we believe about
God the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit, about death
and resurrection, the Church, and the forgiveness
of sins and the life to come.

Exercising Your Faith

The celebration of Mass is not confined to our
minds, hearts, and voices, but is meant to involve
our bodies as well. Like a joyful dance, each pos-
ture is significant and has meaning.

Standing: Standing is a sign of respect, so W
stand when the celebrahtepresenting Christ
enters and leaves.

Kneeling: From the early days of the Church,
kneeling has been a gesture of penance but more
recently has come to show adoration. Thus we
kneel for the Eucharistic prayer.
